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The Charter of the Alliance

The founders of the Franco-British Student Alliance signed the following Charter at the First Franco-British Student Summit.

The Charter of the Alliance, as approved by the Perpetual Secretary of the French Academy, defines the immutable and fudamental principles that are to guide our actions henceforth, in the spirit of the Entente Cordiale. The Charter constitutes the Preamble to the Constitution of the Alliance.

Has been duly noted that which follows:

Given that her Majesty the Queen of Britain and the President of the French Republic have expressed their desire to confer an historical importance to the celebrations of the Centenary of the Entente Cordiale;

Given that the Franco-British Student Alliance, founded 8th April 2004 and having received the support of the House of Lords on 18th November 2004, the occasion of the President’s audience with Her Majesty The Queen, is a child of the centennial celebrations of the Entente Cordiale;

Given that her Majesty the Queen of Britain and the President of the French Republic have granted, for the first time in history, their joint patronage to the Franco-British Student Alliance;

In light of the above, it has been hereby agreed that:

The Alliance seeks to facilitate exchanges and common projects between the students and young alumni of France and Great Britain through activities and annual events;

The Alliance aims to make the voices of its students heard on the great challenges of the future. As dynamic members of society, students, graduates, and alumni must contribute their vision of the challenges and opportunities of tomorrow, be they national, European, or global;

The Alliance thus endeavors to organise each year the Franco-British Student Summit, the meetings at the Château de Breteuil and at Hatfield House, birthplaces of the Alliance and the Entente Cordiale, and to participate in annual Conferences of the Commonwealth and of the Francophonie;

Last, but not least, the Alliance pledges to uphold through the actions of its members alongside Heads of State, governments, and representatives from both countries, the Entente and friendship between France and Great Britain.
